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Changes in Credit Card Laws: Know Your Rights By Rebecca Sahr

Blessed is the man who finds wisdom, the man who gains understanding. ~ Proverbs 3:13

Credit card debt is not a wise situation to have in
your financial picture. But for those of us who use
credit cards, whether we pay them off each month
or not, it is our responsibility to know the laws that
impact us as we use these rectangular pieces of
plastic.

On February 22, 2010 the credit card rules of
engagement change. This is when the Credit Card
Accountability, Responsibility and Disclosure Act
(or Credit CARD Act) of 2009 goes into effect. The
purpose of this act is to provide dramatic benefits
for consumers with credit card balances.

Payment Timeframes

Currently credit card companies are required to
give only a 14-day grace period for payment. Under
this new law, consumers must be given at least 21
days after the statement is issued to make their
minimum payment.

Interest Rates and Penalties

Consumers will now be given at least 45 days
notification for any increase in interest rates to take
effect. This law also limits the powers of creditors to
increase rates and impose fees. Additionally with
the extended grace period, late payment penalties
will be postponed hopefully limiting the amount

Minimum Payments Impacted
The law also gives credit card
companies the right to require
consumers with large credit
card balances to make heftier
payments on their unpaid
amount. Credit card companies
now have the freedom to require
a higher percentage minimum payment. But with
this new found freedom they still cannot increase
the percentage payment by more than 100%, or in
other words, they can double the percent due on
your card, but no more. In effect, we will all see
higher minimum payment amounts.
